POOL: LOS BANOS DEL MAR MUNICIPAL POOL, 401 Shoreline Drive, Santa Barbara, CA 
NORTHBOUND: Take Hwy 101 north to Garden St., exit left, follow to the beach, at Carrillo Blvd., turn right and follow for 1 mile. 
At first light past Castillo St, go left into harbor parking lot then first left back to pool.  
SOUTHBOUND: Take Hwy 101 south to Castillo St, exit right, continue to the end of Castillo St.  Right at light, left at next light into 
harbor parking lot and double back to pool.  There is free parking at Pershing Park, approximately 2 blocks away from the pool 
off of Castillo St.   There is a beach area parking fee.  Read signs for street parking 
COURSE: LOS BANOS pool is a 50 meter, outdoor pool with seven (7) swimming lanes.  A warm-up area is available.

MEET REFEREE: The Meet Referee will be in charge of the meet.  Any questions regarding the conduct of the meet should be made 
directly to that person. 
WARM-UP: Practice starts or diving from either the starting blocks or the pool edge is NOT allowed during warm-ups.  At the 
discretion of the Meet Referee lanes 2 & 6 MAY BE designated as sprint lanes (practice starts permitted under USA Swimming 
member coach supervision - one way from the blocks), lanes 1 & 7 designated for push-pace work (time to be announced and posted).  
MARSHALS will enforce warm-up rules. 
RULES: USA Swimming Rules will govern.  Current SCS meet procedures will be enforced and take precedence over any errors or 
omissions on this form (see 2008 SCS Swim Guide).  Swimmers must check-in at Clerk of Course for each event they wish to swim.  
After an event has been closed, swimmers MAY NOT CHECK-IN OR SCRATCH.  Swimmers in the first two events of each session 
must check-in THIRTY MINUTES prior to the start of the session.  
ELIGIBILITY:  Open to 2008 USA Swimming registered Coastal Section athletes as well as athletes registered in any LSC other than 
Southern California Swimming.   Registration application must be received by the meet host or SCS office prior to the first day of the 
meet.  REGISTRATION APPLICATION MAY BE SUBMITTED TOGETHER WITH ENTRY FORM.  There are substantial 
penalties to swimmer and club (see 2008 SCS swim guide, Part 1, III, B) if USA Swimming registration is completed at the meet. 
CHANGE OF AFFILIATION: Before the meet, a swimmer may change affiliation by submitting a Club Transfer Form and 
appropriate fee to the Swim Office.  During the meet, a swimmer may only UNATTACH by notifying the Meet Secretary in writing 
and paying the appropriate fee (may not attach or reattach). 
SUBMITTED TIMES:  Submitted times must be best recorded long course meter times from this or preceding swim season.  NT (no 
time) will be accepted for White Division ONLY.  Do not submit ET (estimated time) or work out time trials.  Coaches and 
swimmers should be prepared to verify all submitted times.  Discrepancies in submitted times may lead to disciplinary action. 
SWIMWEAR: The swimsuits worn for all age group competitions shall conform to USA Swimming rule 102.9, and shall not extend 
past the top of the shoulder (acromial process) nor further down the leg than the top of the kneecap (patella). 
AWARDS:  Distinctive IMX Award to the swimmer with highest IMX score for all events for the meet in each age group 
(9&un,10,11,12,13,14,15,16,17&up).  Swimmers must compete and score in all required IMX events to be eligible for the IMX 
awards; points are awarded to all swimmers who successfully complete the event (no DQ or No Show). IMX certificates to all 
swimmers who compete in all IMX events for that age group.  Swimmers swimming in the 8&under events (only) will be awarded 
ribbons for 1-8 places. 
ENTRY FEES: $2.75 for each INDIVIDUAL EVENT must accompany entry form. $5.50 surcharge per swimmer must be included in 
check for individual entries.  NO REFUNDS.  RETURNED CHECKS WILL INCUR A SERVICE FEE PER SCS POLICY. 
E-MAIL ENTRY: E-mail entry (entry .zip file) will be accepted only when received with an attached Word or .pdf file including electronic 
signature of coach and will be dated as official at that time.(5PM postmark would queue before a 10PM electronic). Full payment (single 
team check) for an e-mail entry must be postmarked within 48 hours of the e-mail entry. Failure to comply will be referred to the Board of 
Review. Entry updates (added events) will be processed when received by the processor by the entry deadline. Added events (entered 
swimmers) may be submitted by hardcopy (this includes e-mail) ONLY. New swimmers accepted if SPACE AVAILABLE. DO NOT 
RESEND AN ENTRY FILE: A replacement file for the team will NOT be processed. Deletions will NOT be refunded. 
ENTRIES CLOSE: Entry forms bearing a postmark LATER THAN 12:00 MIDNIGHT, May 19, 2008 will be REJECTED. 
NOTE: Entries stamped with post office meter machine will be accepted if dated May 21; entries posted by business meter will be 
accepted if arriving by May 21, 2008.  To avoid any concern regarding receipt of entry form, you may enclose a self-address, stamped 
envelope or postcard.   DO NOT USE CERTIFIED OR REGISTERED MAIL.  Receipt of entry will not be verified by phone.
